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H. FCR Output Transaction Layouts

This appendix includes an explanation of the output records created by the FCR system and a detailed description of each record. Each record layout in this section includes the following information:

· Field Name – the name of the field as it appears on the output transaction layout

· Location – the position of the field on the record

· Length – the size of the field on the record layout

· A/N – the type of field: alphabetic (A), numeric (N), or alphanumeric (A/N)

· Comments – provides an explanation of the field and the field’s relationship to other fields or records

Additional information regarding each field is in Appendix E, “Data Dictionary.” 

The FCR system returns all of the output records to you using the SSA network and the CFI protocol. Additional information regarding CFI is in Section 4.1, “FCR Transaction Structures.”
The data transmitted from FCR in the required formats complies with the following requirements:

1. All data is in Extended Binary Coded Decimal Interface Coding (EBCDIC) format.

2. All alphabetic data, except the user field, is in upper case. The user field is accepted in upper/lower case to enable you to use the field as your system-generated key.

3. All alphabetic and alphanumeric data is left-justified.

4. All numeric data is right-justified and zero-filled.

5. All Filler fields are filled with spaces, not low values.

The FCR generates output transactions in batches using the prescribed fixed-length record formats. Each batch contains a Batch Header, detailed transaction records and a Trailer record. The FCR generates five types of response batches for routing to the appropriate submitter. The five types are:

6. FCR Routine Batch Response. This batch type is returned in response to an input batch received from a submitter. The batch header is Record Identifier of ‘FB’ and contains your batch number for the input batch. The batch includes Acknowledgement/Error records (Record Identifiers of ‘FD,’ ‘FS’ and/or ‘FG’) for each input record submitted in the batch. The Acknowledgement/Error record indicates if the input record was accepted, rejected or is held pending further processing. The Batch Trailer record (Record Identifier of ‘FX’) summarizes, by record type, the number of records received in the batch and the type of acknowledgement/error condition returned for the records.
7. FCR Pending Resolution Batch Response. This batch type is returned when input records from you, which were held pending further processing, have been finalized (accepted or rejected). The batch header is Record Identifier of ‘FE.’ This batch can include Acknowledgements/Error records (Record Identifiers of ‘FD,’ ‘FS’ and/or ‘FG’) for transactions submitted by you in different batches. The Acknowledgement/Error record includes your batch number. The Batch Trailer record (Record Identifier of ‘FX’) for this batch type summarizes, by type, the number and type of Acknowledgement/Error records returned.
8. FCR Locate Batch Response. This batch type is returned in response to your request for federal agencies information. The batch header is Record Identifier of ‘FL.’ This batch type  returns the following records with the record identifier in parenthesis:

· FCR Locate Response records (‘FF’)

· FCR IRS-1099 Response records (‘FH’)

· FCR SVES Locate (and Proactive) Response records (‘FK’)

· FCR Title II Pending Claim Response records (‘FK’)

· FCR NDNH Locate/Proactive Match Response records (‘FN’)

· FCR Query/Proactive Match Response records (‘FT’)
· FCR DMDC Proactive Match Response records (‘FW’)

· FCR Insurance Match Response records (‘IM’)

· FCR MSFIDM Response records (‘MC’)
· FCR Change of Address Verification Response records (‘NC’)
The Locate Batch Response is sent whenever these types of transactions are available, regardless of whether you submitted any input transaction since the previous cycle. The Batch Trailer record (Record Identifier of ‘FX’) indicates the number of each type of record returned in the batch. Regulations require FCR IRS-1099 Locate Response records be sent to you in separate batches from the Proactive Match and other Locate Response records.

9. FCR Reconciliation Batch Response. This batch type is returned in response to your request for a Reconciliation File. The batch header is Record Identifier of ‘RB.’ This batch type returns the following records with the record identifier in parenthesis:

· FCR Case Reconciliation records (‘RD’)
· FCR Person Reconciliation records (‘RS’)
· FCR Reconciliation/Data Inconsistency File Trailer record (‘RX’)

10. FCR Data Inconsistency Batch Response. This batch type is returned in response to your request for Data Inconsistency File. The batch header is Record Identifier of ‘RB.’ This batch type returns the following records with the record identifier in parenthesis:

· FCR Data Inconsistency File records (‘RC’)

· FCR Reconciliation/Data Inconsistency File Trailer record (‘RX’)

Chart H-1, on the following pages, lists the output record layouts created by the FCR and the purpose of record. Figures H-1 through H-6 present a pictorial representation of how the output records are related.

	FCR Routine Batch Response Header Record
	This record contains a record identifier of ‘FB.’
This record is the first record of the batch of FCR Acknowledgement/Error records returned for a batch of transactions you submitted. Each input record sent to the FCR system receives at least one Acknowledgement/Error record.

This Header record, and the associated detail records, is returned for each batch you submitted.

This record includes your batch number.

If the record submitted is pending SSN verification, the detailed Acknowledgement/Error record indicates processing is pending. Refer to Appendix G, “FCR Input Transaction Layouts,” for the input record layouts.

	FCR Pending Resolution Batch Response Header Record
	This record contains a record identifier of ‘FE.’
This record is the first record in a batch of detailed Acknowledgement/Error records for various batches you submitted. The records returned in this batch were pending for SSN resolution and either have been accepted with identified/corrected SSNs or rejected because a valid SSN could not be found.

	FCR Case Acknowledgement/Error Record
	This record contains a record identifier of ‘FD.’
This record is returned to you at least once for each Input Case record received by the FCR system. The record includes all of the information you submitted with an acknowledgement and the applicable warning codes and/or rejection error codes. The acknowledgement codes indicate the record was accepted, with or without minor errors, or is pending acceptance. The error codes indicate the specific errors were detected in the input transaction and the reason the transaction is rejected. Up to five warning and/or rejection error codes can be returned with each record.

This record provides you with the information necessary to synchronize the FCR data with the information on your system.

If the input record was accepted or rejected in the initial FCR cycle, the record is returned only one time in the FCR Routine Batch Response.

If the input record must be held awaiting SSN verification of the related person records, this record is returned once with the FCR Routine Batch Response and again when the SSN verification routines are complete for an FCR Pending Resolution Batch.


	FCR Person/Locate Request Acknowledgement/Error Record
	This record contains a record identifier of ‘FS.’
This record is returned to you at least once for each FCR Input Person/Locate Request record received by the FCR system. The record includes all of the information received from you with an acknowledgement code and applicable warning codes and/or rejection error codes. The acknowledgement codes indicate the record was accepted, with or without minor errors, or is pending acceptance. The error codes indicate the specific errors were detected in the input transaction and the reason the transaction is rejected. Up to five warning and/or rejection error codes can be returned with each record.

This record provides you with the information necessary to synchronize the FCR data with the information on your system. This record includes corrected SSNs, multiple valid SSNs and identified SSNs stored on the FCR database for a person.

If the input record was accepted or rejected in its initial FCR cycle, the record is returned only once in the FCR Routine Batch Response.

If the input record must be held, awaiting the verification or identification of the person’s SSN, this record is returned once with the FCR Routine Batch Response and again when the SSN verification process is complete for an FCR Pending Resolution Batch. Records accepted without a verified SSN (the submitted SSN could not be verified and a corrected SSN could not be identified) are stored on the FCR database as SSN Unverified Person records. Although you can change these records, SSN Unverified Person records are not subject to proactive matching, FCR query processing or Locate processing.

	FCR Query Acknowledgement/Error Record
	This record contains a record identifier of ‘FG.’
This record is returned once to you for each FCR Input Query record received. The record includes all of the information you submitted with an acknowledgement and applicable warning codes and/or rejection error codes. The acknowledgement code indicates the record was accepted with or without minor errors. The error codes indicate the specific errors were detected in the input transaction and the reason the transaction is rejected. Up to five warning and/or rejection error codes can be returned with each record. The record is returned with the FCR Routine Batch Response.

	FCR Response Trailer Record
	This record contains a record identifier of ‘FX.’
This record provides you with the record counts necessary to balance the number of records you sent against the number of records received. When this record is received with a Routine Batch Response Header, it allows you to balance the submitted transactions against the transactions processed by the FCR system.

This record is sent to you at the end of each batch of transactions created by the FCR system. This record allows you to recognize the transmission of a batch of data is complete.

	FCR Locate Response Batch Header Record
	This record contains a record identifier of ‘FL.’
This record is sent to you at the beginning of each Locate Response Batch. A Locate Response Batch can include the response to FCR queries and proactive matches, NDNH responses to Locate requests and proactive matches, and FPLS responses from external Locate sources.

	FCR Query/Proactive Match Response Record
	This record contains a record identifier of ‘FT.’
This record provides you with information regarding the cases and associated participants on those cases for the person.

This record is sent to you in response to an FCR Input Query record. It is also sent to you automatically if multiple states or territories register the person, including your state or territory, and another state or territory is adding or changing information about that person on the FCR.

	FCR IRS-1099 Locate Response Record
	This record contains a record identifier of ‘FH.’
This record provides you with the type, status, location, and amount of assets or debts owed by or to the individual who is the subject of the Locate request as returned from the IRS.

If you designate IRS-1099 as a Locate source to be searched, you have an IRS-1099 agreement with OCSE, and IRS-1099 is allowed for the Locate request type, this record is sent in response to an FCR Input Person/Locate Request record.

	FCR Title II Pending Claim Response Record
	This record contains a record identifier of ‘FK’ or the Locate source response agency code of ‘E04.’
This record is sent to you if your state participates in the Title II Pending Claim-to-FCR proactive match.

	FCR SVES Title II Locate Response Record
	This record contains a record identifier of ‘FK’ or the Locate source response agency code of ‘E05.’
This record provides you with SVES Title II data.

If you designate SVES as a Locate source to be searched, or if a proactive match was initiated, this record is sent in response to an FCR Input Person/Locate Request record.

	FCR SVES Title XVI Locate Response Record
	This record contains a record identifier of ‘FK’ or the Locate source response agency code of ‘E06.’
This record provides you with SVES Title XVI data.

If you designate SVES as a Locate source to be searched or a proactive match was initiated, this record is sent in response to an FCR Input Person/Locate Request record.

	FCR SVES Prisoner Response Record
	This record contains a record identifier of ‘FK’ or the Locate source response agency code of ‘E07.’
This record provides you with SVES prisoner data.

If the submitter designates SVES as a Locate source to be searched or a proactive match was initiated, this record is sent in response to an FCR Input Person/Locate Request record.

	FCR SVES Not Found Response Record
	This record contains a record identifier of ‘FK’ or the Locate source response agency code of ‘E10.’
This record provides you with SVES Not Found.

If you designate SVES as a Locate source to be searched, this record is sent to in response to an FCR Input Person/Locate Request record.

	FCR Locate Response Record
	This record contains a record identifier of ‘FF.’
This record is returned once for each Locate source requested. The format and information available for return differs for each source and the Locate request type.

If you designates ‘ALL,’ or one of the following as the Locate sources to be searched, this record is sent in response to an FCR Input Person/Locate Request record:

· Social Security Administration (SSA)

· Department of Defense (DoD)

· Federal Bureau of Investigation (FBI)

· National Security Agency (NSA)

· Internal Revenue Service (IRS) (non-IRS-1099)

· Department of Veteran Affairs (VA)

	FCR NDNH Locate/Proactive Match Response Record
	This record contains a record identifier of ‘FN.’
The format and information available for return differs for QW, UI and W-4. The Locate request type determines the type of information returned from the NDNH. The number of quarters returned for QW and UI and the number of W-4 records returned are based on whether this record is in response to a Locate request or in response to a proactive match.

This record is returned once for each UI record found. This record may be returned up to twice for each QW record found; one contains the employer address and another contains the employee address. This record may be returned up to three times for each W-4 record found; two contain the employer address and another contains the employee address.

If you designate ‘ALL’ or the NDNH as the Locate source to be searched, this record is sent in response to an FCR Input Person/Locate Request record.

If a person is added to the FCR, or the NDNH receives a new record that matches a person on the FCR, this record is also automatically sent to you.

	FCR DMDC/Proactive Match Response Record
	This record contains a record identifier of ‘FW.’
This record is sent to all of the states and territories with the matched responses from the Defense Manpower Data Center (DMDC) for medical coverage information for children in open IV-D cases.

	FCR Change of Address Verification Response Record
	This record contains a record identifier of ‘NC.’
This record is returned for each address verification request you submitted.

	FCR MSFIDM Response Record
	This record contains a record identifier of ‘MC.’
This record is returned for each MSFI account record that matches, using the SSN, against eligible records on the Federal Offset (FO) File.

This record is sent in response to a data match with a Multistate Financial Institution (MSFI). The match with the MSFI is initiated automatically for you using eligible cases on the FO file.

If the SSN and name combination is verified and the offset exclusion indicator type does not equal ‘FIN’ (exclude financial institution matches), an open case on the FO file is considered eligible.

	FCR Insurance Match Response Record (Part 1) and FCR Insurance Match Response Record (Part 2)
	The record contains the record identifier of ‘IM.’
The Insurance Match (IM) Response records consist of two records: FCR IM Response record (Part 1) and FCR IM Response record (Part 2). The sub-record indicator to distinguish Record 1 from Record 2 formats. 

If a successful match is identified with an insurance company, the two corresponding IM Response records are returned to you.

	FCR Reconciliation/Data Inconsistency File Header Record
	This record contains a record identifier of ‘RB.’
This record is the first record of a batch of FCR Case and Person Reconciliation records or FCR Data Inconsistency records sent in response to an approved request for a state Reconciliation file or FCR Data Inconsistency file.

This file contains your FIPS code and the date the file was created.

	FCR Data Inconsistency File Record
	This record contains a record identifier of ‘RC.’
The file contains case- and person-specific information that failed specific data inconsistency edits for the state that registered the active participant on a IV-D case with a verified SSN and no FV indicator.

This record is returned if you requested the FCR Data Inconsistency file.

	FCR Case Reconciliation Record
	This record contains a record identifier of ‘RD.’
The file contains case-specific information on each case registered by your state on the FCR database at the time the Reconciliation file request was processed.

This record is returned if you submitted an approved request for a Reconciliation file for each case registered by your state on the FCR database at the time the Reconciliation file request was processed.

	FCR Person Reconciliation Record
	This record contains a record identifier of ‘RS.’
The file contains person-specific information on each person registered by your state on the FCR database at the time the Reconciliation file request was processed.

This record is returned if you submitted an approved request for a Reconciliation file for each person who was registered by your state on the FCR database at the time the Reconciliation file request was processed.

	FCR Reconciliation/Data Inconsistency File Trailer Record
	This record contains a record identifier of ‘RX.’
This record is the last record of a batch of FCR Case and Person Reconciliation records or FCR Data Inconsistency records sent in response to an approved request for a state Reconciliation file or FCR Data Inconsistency file. This record allows you to recognize the transmission of a Reconciliation file/Data Inconsistency file is complete. This file contains the number of case and person records returned and the number of Response records returned.
