Add SVES (the State Verification and Exchange System) as a new locate source available  through the FCR

OCSE will implement a daily interface with the SSA SVES. This source  provides information about  SSA Title II Retirement and Disability benefits, Title XVI Supplemental Security Income benefits, and prisoner information.  States may request this information through the existing FCR Locate Process.  The match information will be returned in four new Locate Response Records. 

Impact: This expanded SSA data will be built into the existing Locate Request Process.  There will be no change in how States ask for locate data from SSA.  The change is in the locate response records being returned to States.  State will be provided an option to delay receiving the expanded SSA information.  For SSA locate responses, States will be given the option to continue to receive the same information they receive today (E01 and E03) with no changes, or to either:

· receive the new SVES information (the new locate records for Title II, Title XVI and Prison information) without old E01 records or to 

· receive the new SVES information and to continue to receive the old E01 record (SSA earnings records).  

These options will allow States to implement the new records when they are ready.  
This will expand the capability to locate a person and their SSA/SSI current benefits. State systems should be changed to store information from the four new response records.  Based upon State experience, worker alerts may be needed to trigger investigation of the new information.  

Disability income and SSA benefits income can be withheld to meet child support obligations.  Children of the recipient may also be eligible for benefits based upon a parent’s receipt of SSA disability.

Recipients of SSI benefits cannot be forced to pay child support from their SSI benefit.  Workers should review the case to determine the next appropriate action.

State systems may be programmed to automatically generate an inquiry document to a prison to verify the expected date of release, work status, and/or parole information.    
Previous State work groups collaborated on review of SSA’s SVES system to select the information that they want to be made available for IV-D purposes.

Attendees of the December 2001 Focus Group Session generally agreed with the proposed  requirements; however, there were some differences concerning the amount of data being returned.  At this point, it was decided to proceed with the design based on the level of data as proposed.

Perform duplicate checking on Locate Requests and reject a Locate Request that is a duplicate of one that is currently being processed.

Proposed changes:  

Match the locate request to an existing locate. If an open locate exists that matches the incoming request for the following fields: 


 State Code


 SSN 


County FIPS code 


Request Type 


User Code  


Member IDcompare the open locate sources for the locate and if all of the open sources are equal to the sources in the incoming locate - reject the locate with a new error code.  

If the open locate sources are not all equal – process the new Locate for only the unmatched sources. (For example – if the incoming locate request has sources A01, C01, E01 and F01 and the FCR has an open locate for sources C01 and F01 open, then only the locate source A01 and E01 would be requested for the new locate.) In this case, no reject code is returned to the State. 
Impact: State systems will need to handle the new error code.
Minimize the amount of duplicate Response Records being returned to the States. Caseworkers should be made aware that the duplicate requests will not be processed, but will get an error.

Create a Data Inconsistency File

 A file will be generated quarterly consisting of detailed occurrences of identified data inconsistencies between Participant Type, Order Indicator, Date of Birth, and Sex Code for active participants. This file will be generated in the FCR Reconciliation format with an additional occurrence of the Warning Code fields to indicate all possible  types of inconsistency found.

The Data Inconsistency File would include person records matching one or more of the following conditions:

1) Participant Type is PF – Putative Father and the Sex Code is ‘F’

2) Participant Type is ‘PF’ and the Order Indicator is ‘Y’

3) Participant Type is ‘PF’ or ‘NP’ and the person’s calculated age is less than 11.

4) Participant Type is ‘CP’ and the person’s calculated age is less than 11.

5) The Sex Code is not ‘M’ or ‘F’ for a person in an IV-D case.

Impact: States that want to receive this file will need to work with OCSE to set up and test a new CONNECT:Direct process.  
States have been given a summary report in the past that identified data quality issues.  This report, however, lacked the detail needed for States to identify individual participants with data problems.  This report will identify the data inconsistencies to the participant level and allow States an opportunity to make needed corrections, thereby improving the quality of the data on the FCR.


Attendees of the December 2001 Focus Group Session agreed with the proposed manifest.

Provide Closed Account Indicator for MSFDIM Matches
Modifications will be made to include the Account Closed Indicator received from the MSFI on the FCR MSFIDM Response Record.  The MSFI Matched Account Status Code will be in position 446 of the record.  Position 446 was previously defined as filler. The valid values for the new code will be: 

0 – Matched account was open at the time of the MSFI match

1 – Matched account was closed at the time of the MSFI match

2 – MSFI did not report the status of the account
This change will provide additional information for the accounted matched and assist caseworkers in determine the action to be taken on the match.
States requested this indicator at the January, 2001 MSFIDM Workshop in Washington D.C. OCSE obtained OMB approval to modify the Financial Data Match Specification.  OCSE conduct outreach activities with the MSFIs to obtain the new indicator.
